Quick guide to programming the console panel

Procedure to record and transmit messages
to the display

1) To switch the console panel ON press the | key and hold.

2) Select the no. of the new message with the T | keys.

3) Press the OK key .

4) If the message selected already contains characters they must be can-

celled by pressing the T key and holding until all the characters have been
cancelled. The new message can then be written.

5) Select the required characters with theT lkeys and for each character
press OK.

6) At the end of the first word (W1) press the OK key and hold to proceed
to (W2).

7) Write the second word (W2), see point 5, then press the OK key and

hold to proceed to (W3 and W4) and press again the OK  key to conclude.
The phrase EDIT MESSAGGI will appear and a new message can then
be inserted starting from point 2.

8) To insert empty spaces inside a word (W) press the l key and hold.

9) To transmit newly recorded messages the RESET key must be

pressed beforehand. The message can then be selected with the T |
keys and they are transmitted by pressing the OK key.
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Display Interface functioning

Use the ARROW keys (6) to scroll the menu of the console panel functions and confirm the
function required by pressing the OK key (5). (See page 3 - Programming and functions of the
console panel).

The normal running mode of the console panel is inserted at the time it is switched ON.

(Mode Selection and Display Message)

To insert a special mode one of the function keys must be pressed and held. According to the
function key pressed when it is switched ON the following modes are entered:

1. Arrow Up = Select language
2. Arrow Down = Write message
3. Contemporarily Arrow Up and Arrow Down = Reset Messages Custom

The left-hand side of the display will show the number of the message and the right-hand side
the number of the word (from W1 to W4).

The second line will show a complete set of characters to compose the message in alphabetical
order.

To move the indicator in the second line use the Arrow keys.

If the message has never been edited, it will be made up of a phrase to be completed and some
points.

To insert the new text the existing text displayed must be cancelled.

To cancel the characters on the right press the Arrow Up key and hold.

The characters are cancelled from right to left and are inserted from left to right.

The character chosen for insertion is highlighted by the indicator in line 2.

The cancellation of the word in edit is obtained by pressing the Reset Giornale key.

A space is inserted by pressing and holding the Arrow Down key.

To start writing a message assign a character in the first free space of the message, see the
character highlighted in line 2.

Confirm the character chosen by pressing the OK key.

To confirm a word press and hold the OK key.

The next word will appear in line 1 and the writing W1 at the right-end will change to W2,
and so on. The procedure starts again.

If you don’t want to modify a word, press and hold the OK key directly.

Confirm and record the message by pressing and holding for a while the OK key at the
end of the edit of the fourth word, highlighted by W4.

The words and then the message is registered when the OK key is kept continuously
pressed at any time during the edit.
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At this stage the display now returns to the aperture of the current mode (Writing Mode of
the Message) and another message can be selected.

Press the Reset Giornale key or switch the device OFF and ON again to exit the Writing
Mode of the Message and insert the Selection Mode and Message Display

By pressing the main switch once, the spotlight is ON and ready to work. It is then possi-
ble to control and direct the light where required. Press the main switch a second time to
turn the spotlight OFF. The spotlight will then return to the rest position.

If a duplicate radio remote control is required (FORC version) a spare remote control from
SIRENA must be provided. Proceed with programming the new remote control.

Firstly, SWITCH the console ON. Raise the beam by hand and place it to the work posi-
tion.

Remove the dome from the beam and press key (1); the LED on the beam will come ON.
Press any key on the radio remote control and, when the LED on the beam go OFF, pro-
gramming has been made. At this stage, put the dome and the protection gasket back on
the beam and test the functions.

It is possible to programme up to 4 radio remote controls for one beam. It is also possible
to control other beams with one radio remote control (only if they are within its range)
either singly or contemporarily. The radio remote control must however be programmed
for each beam as described above.
